Facilities/Dates

MIB/Rock Ridge High Schools • December 21 • Grades 4-7 

 

Admission 

An All-Day pass for 3-4 games is $10.00 for ADULTS and $5.00 for STUDENTS K-12. Children who have not 

yet attended kindergarten are free. 

 

Concessions 

A concession stand with food, snacks, and beverages may be offered. When schools are providing the 

concession stand as a fundraiser, no other food or beverages may be brought into the building. Energy drinks 

and water bottles are allowed for players on the bench. Please help avoid any embarrassing situations by letting 

all parents and players know this rule in advance. Please encourage your team to clean up any messes.  

 

No Outside Chairs 

Fans should not bring in their own chairs without prior approval due to floor damage concerns and local facility 

rules. Adequate seating will be available. If you need chairs with a back, please ask the tournament director. 
 

Tournament Format 

The tournament format will be determined based on the number of teams that are registered and paid by the 

Monday prior to the tournament. The maximum number of teams in a bracket is 16, and a minimum of 4 teams 

is required to conduct a full tournament. For brackets with 4 to 16 teams, the format will be designed to ensure 

each team plays 3 to 4 games. Starting times will be clearly posted, and teams are asked to be at their assigned 

court at least 15 minutes prior to game time.

Team Manager 

Each team needs to provide a "team manager" to run the scoring table - either to keep the clock or to keep the 

scoresheet. The two team managers can decide who takes each duty. Team managers will receive a wristband 

for free admission for the day, which will be provided when the team managers check in at the Coaches' Sign-in 

table. 

 

Check-in at tournament 

All coaches and team managers should check in upon arrival to sign in, turn in a paper team roster, get a packet, 

and get a wristband. Two coaches and one team manager per team are allowed free of admission – 3 people 

total.
